 Community Leadership Program Class of 2013 graduated May 3, 
2013 at the Deane Center for the Performing Arts in Wellsboro.   
 The class consisted of 8 individuals who live and/or work in Tioga 
County. The participants and employers included Maureen Bower, Larson 
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Bradford-Tioga Head Start and Douglas Young, Foor & Associated       
Architects.    
 The participants completed an eight-month program beginning with   
Session 1 The Opening Retreat October 2012 and culminating with Session 
8 The Closing Retreat and Graduation Ceremony in May.  Each participant 
also completed an individual project selecting a non-profit organization to 
volunteer with throughout the course of the program.  
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 Phase 2 of the Foreclosure Process is nearly complete and will be ready for the November Sheriff’s Sale. All of the          
remaining land owned by E. H. Hall, Inc. has been subdivided. A portion will be deeded to the Mount Pleasant Cemetery and a 
portion to Westfield Township. The 17.5 acres Westfield Business Park will be combined into one parcel.  
 Phase 1 was completed in July 2012.  On July 11, 2012 the Tioga County Development Corporation became the owner of 
seven parcels of land formerly owned by E. H. Hall, Inc. A Sheriff’s Sale was conducted that day based on Foreclosure      
proceeding by TCDC and NTRPDC.  Three of the parcels have been sold to adjacent private land owners and will return to the 
tax roles. Three parcels will be deeded to the Borough of Westfield (the Little League field and two water supply parcels). The 
final parcel will be deeded to ElectriCord Manufacturing Company (EMC) based on a previous arrangement between EMC 
and the Tannery. The property sales were in process for several months after surveys and deed corrections were completed. 
TCDC’s solicitor, Owlett & Lewis, PC handled the transactions. Survey work was completed by Land Surveyors Group.  
 As a result of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania opening up the Keystone Opportunity Zone (KOZ) in 2012, efforts were 
undertaken for the considering of a KOZ for the Westfield Business Park. All four taxing bodies . . . County of Tioga,       
Northern Tioga School District, Westfield Borough and Westfield Township. . .  all approved the creation of a KOZ.  In July 
2013, the NTRPDC submitted a formal request for the designation of the KOZ to the Department of Economic & Community          
Development (DCED) for approval. We anticipate a decision on the Zone within 90 days from submission.  This would create 
a tax free zone for ten years for all local, county and state taxes for the Westfield Business Park. 
 Begun in 1999, the KOZ Program allows for designated areas of the Commonwealth to provide tax free zones for local and 
state taxes to eligible businesses locating in a zone. The KOZ Program is an effective marketing and development tool.  There 
are currently 46,000 acres in Pennsylvania with KOZ designation. TCDC and NTRPDC jointly worked on the designation. 
 Efforts continue to secure Act 2 Environmental Designation. FOOR/SSM have developed an Assessment & Remediation 
Plan which DEP has approved. We will be applying for a DCED/DEP Industrial Sites Remediation Program Grant soon. 

 On June 30, 2013, the Tioga County Development Corporation submitted a Grant Application to the United States Department 
of Agriculture (USDA) for a $99,900 Rural Business Enterprise Grant (RBEG).  Through an RBEG, the Tioga County           
Development Corporation would be able to provide more opportunities for low interest loans to direct and/or indirect support 
service businesses related to the energy and gas industry that are located in Tioga County.  By adding more financing to our 
small non-industrial businesses in Tioga County we will be able to provide more opportunities for businesses to retain their   
present size and some to grow to more profitable businesses.  In 2006, the Tioga County Development Corporation developed 
and implemented the Tioga County Revolving Loan Fund through a $99,000 Rural Business Enterprise Grant.  Our 2nd RBEG 
was awarded in 2010.  
 TCDC has successfully provided seven (7) low interest loans to small businesses in Tioga County.  In addition six (6) loans 
have been made from the recaptured RBEG funds. Through another RBEG, TCDC would be able to provide lower interest loans 
to the direct and/or indirect support service businesses located in Tioga County. We will continue through our 3rd RBEG assure 
each loan will not exceed 50% of the total project cost with 50% or more coming from private sources. The interest rates will be 
fixed at half of Prime with a floor of 3% at the time of the loan closing for the life of the loans which are primarily five (5) year 
terms.

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Tioga County Preferential Tax Assessment Plan 

Tioga County Development Corporation 
 
Objectives & General Information 
On May 10, 2005 the Tioga County Commissioners adopted Ordinance 2005-01, as Amended in 2007, “Tioga 
County Preferential Tax Assessment Plan”. This new five (5) year abatement program was developed to assist 
industries and businesses locating or expanding in Tioga County. The Plan is structured to reduce the real   
estate taxes based on only two (2) conditions:  
 

1)  ���������	
�	���
��������	����������  
2)  Major Restoration to Existing Real Estate which will Result in an Increased Real Estate 

Assessment.   
 

Application must be made before the Tioga County Commissioners and the participating municipality and 
school district for each individual development project. The Tioga County Development Corporation           
encourages companies to utilize the Tioga County Preferential Tax Assessment Plan and is available to assist 
you in securing the benefits of the Program. TCDC administers the Tax Abatement Program and initial contact 
should be with TCDC. 
 
Request for Tax Abatement must be made within thirty (30) days of the issuance of a Building Permit. 
 
The Program extends to the county, municipality and school district in which the project is located below.  
Approval of each of these taxing bodies is required. 
 
The Tioga County Tax Preferential Five (5) Year Plan applies to the following percentages: 

Year 1  90% Reduction Collection of 10% of R/E Tax 
Year 2  80% Reduction Collection of 20% of R/E Tax 
Year 3   60% Reduction Collection of 40% of R/E Tax 
Year 4  40% Reduction Collection of 60% of R/E Tax 
Year 5  20% Reduction Collection of 80% of R/E Tax 
Year 6  Full Assessment Collection of 100% of R/E Tax

On July 29, 2013 we celebrated with our 20th Annual Meeting recognizing the successes in our 
county. Gene Seelye was recognized as the 2013 recipient of the Rod C. Kelchner Community 
Leadership Award for Excellence.  On August 14th we kicked off the 14th year of ���������	
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 Youth Leadership Program and on October 3, 2013 will begin the 12th 
Community Leadership Program with 10 adults. 
 
In July, the NTRPDC submitted a Keystone Opportunity Zone (KOZ) Application to DCED for 
our 1st KOZ in Tioga County. It will include all of the 17.5 acres of the Westfield Business Park.  
We are also drawing nearer on DEP Act 2 Designation.  Both of these programs will greatly 
enhance the marketability of the park once completed. 
 
Once again we are highlighting the Tioga County Preferential Tax Abatement Program. This 
incentive program provides reduced taxes to businesses who build or make major improvements 
to their facilities. It does not in any way take away existing taxes. Several companies have made 
applications and have been approved.  It is important to point out ALL requests must be 
submitted within 30 days of the receipt of the Building Permit.
